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February is shaping up to be a very “significant” month in the life of our Northbridge Baptist Church family. We are beginning the month (Feb 31 & 4th) with
a “heart searching” Men'’s Retreat at Folly Beach to ensure we obey God’s calling on us men “to lead our families with the love of Christ” (Ephesians 5:25-33, 6:1). |
am hoping this will lead many of our men to make the “Courageous Commitment” to stand before their families and the entire Northbridge congregation by pledging
themselves to be the godly men, husbands, fathers, church, and community leaders that our Lord has commanded us Christian men to be! (Malachi 4:5-6)

Immediately following our Men’s Retreat, we will be having a New Member’s Class meeting in the Fellowship Hall (Sunday, Feb 5t) from 8:15-1:00 p.m.
We already have quite a few “new” and “potential” members that have signed up to learn more about what our church family at Northbridge is all about. Many who
have attended the New Members Class in the past said that what they learned in those few hours had a huge impact on their willingness to commit to the cause of
Christ that we are committed to here at Northbridge and would have taken them possibly “years” to leamn these things through mere experiences while just worshiping
and/or serving at our church. So, please be in prayer for Christ to be glorified in the lives of these “New” members as they participate within our family!

From Tuesday, February 14t, through Friday, February 24t, seven (7) members of Northbridge will be traveling to Israel with ten other members of several
sister Baptist Churches in our area. These 17 people will be touring the Holy Land and praying for the “peace of Jerusalem” as well as visiting our new church plant
“The Good Shepherd Baptist Church” in Nazareth. Pastor Afif has lined up a three night “revival” that we will be participating in at our new church. We will also be
touring the Nazareth Evangelical Baptist Theological Seminary, where we will be meeting with the President of this Seminary (Dr. Arthur Bryson) to receive some
training on Arab Christian Culture and discuss possible “church planting” partnership opportunities. Weather permitting, we will also be conducting “baptismal” ser-
vices at the Jordan River for the new “believers” led to Christ by Pastor Afif and The Good Shepherd Baptist Church!

The very first Sunday we are back in Charleston (Feb 26t), we will “report out” everything God allowed us to experience and learn while we were in Israel
(during the Morning Worship Services) and then we will begin our “Radical” Discipleship Revival that Sunday afternoon at 4:00 p.m. | have already seen and heard
many positive things amongst those who have been reading the book “Radical”, by David Platt, and completing the accompanying “Study Guides” that | provided.
Trust me when | say that | believe whether or not we decide to return to the “radical” discipleship that Jesus Christ is calling us to (that is clearly presented in the Gos-
pels) will determine whether or not Northbridge ever makes the “radical” impact in our society and world that we have been called to make by our LORD and Savior! If
you have not picked up your “Radical” Discipleship material, you need to do so very soon. It will probably take you the whole month of February to read the book and
complete the “Study Guides”...so please get started immediately! (I don’t think you will regret it!)

Also in February, the Long Range Planning Committee will be presenting to Church Council (and then the entire Church body) some suggestions to help us
deal with our “good problem” of “lack of space/seating” in our Sunday School and Worship Services. As you know, on Saturday, January 22nd, we had over 60 people
attend a church-wide meeting to discuss the possibility of going to Three Sunday Morning Worship Services and Two Sunday School hours. The “proposed” new
schedule we reviewed looked like this:

8:00-9:15a.m. First Sunday Morning Worship Service
8:15-9:15a.m. First Sunday School Hour

9:30 - 10:45 a.m. Second Morning Worship Service
9:45-10:45 a.m. Second Sunday School Hour

11:00 - 12:15 p.m. Third Worship Service

During this almost 4 hour meeting, we came up with a list of “problems” that could occur if we were to go to this new Sunday morning format. Then we
spent over an hour in various “specialized groups” (i.e. Children’s department; Youth department; Sunday School department; Music Ministry; etc., etc.) coming up
with ways to “solve” all of our identified problems conceming this new time schedule. After these “solutions” were presented, we did an anonymous “written ballot”
vote, of whether or not they would vote “yes” or “no” to going to this new schedule, if it was presented to the entire church body in the future. The result was 50 “yes”
votes, 2 “no” votes, and 8 “undecided”. As your pastor, | then handed the list of identified “problems” and “possible solutions” to this new Sunday Morning format over
to the Long Range Planning Committee for their review and discussion. Since the church has nominated these men and women to come up with some “short term”
solutions to our “overcrowding” problems, they are meeting to discuss “all” possible solutions to this issue (including the new “proposed” schedule) and will present to
our Church Council on Monday, February 6, what they recommend we can do “immediately” (in the least amount of time and cost), while they work on “longer range”
solutions (3 to 5 years or more down the road!). The “good news” in all of this...is that we would not have to be working on our “seating” and “parking” problems, if
God was not blessing our efforts to “share the gospel” and make “disciples” in our Jerusalem (i.e. Charleston)! (Acts 1:8)

In summary, | think it is now very easy for you to see why | am calling February 2012 a very “significant” month in the life of Northbridge Baptist Church.
Although we have some exciting “God inspired” events planned for this month, only HE controls what the “results” of our plans and activities will bring! (Proverbs 16:1)
That is why the Bible tells us to: “Commit to the Lord whatever you do, and your plans will succeed.” (Proverbs 16:3). Therefore, join me in prayer each day (in your
own prayer closets) and each week (on Wednesday evenings in the sanctuary at 6:00 p.m.), so that we can “commit” our “Radical” plans to the Lord this month to
allow Him to guide and direct us to His “perfect” results!! May this February be a month totally dedicated in obedience to Him!
