 A.  Righteousness (v. 21a; Ecc 7:20; Isa 45:8, 51:8, 64:6; Psa 119:142)

  1. Justification occurs Instantly when God Declares a Believer to  

      Be Righteous! Indicates Position! (Eph 1:4) 

 

  2. Sanctification occurs over a Period of Time in which God  

      Transforms a “justified” believer to Behave as Righteous!  

             Indicates Process! (2Cor 3:18)
